Based on the 

teaching and management methodology, the 

teacher (educator) should be free from the 

learning environment in the classroom. 

Today one of the main 

requirements for the highest professional 

skills is impeccable knowledge of foreign 

languages. It is no coincidence that special 

attention is paid to the study of English, 

which is one of the leading languages of 

international communication. Teaching 

English in the education system of the 

Republic of Uzbekistan is reaching a 

qualitatively new level on the basis of a 

scientific approach, the introduction of new 

information, communication and 

pedagogical technologies that meet the 

requirements of the time.
